A recent survey by the Japan E-sports Union (JeSU) shows that over 60% of junior
high and high school students in Japan play online games regularly. Many students
said that playing games helped them make friends and feel more confident. Some
schools have already started e-sports clubs, and there are even national tournaments
for high school teams. On the other hand, some parents and teachers worry that
e-sports will make students spend too much time indoors and reduce their physical
activity. Medical experts have also raised concerns about sleep problems, eye strain,
and game addiction. Supporters say that, like other sports, e-sports teach teamwork
and focus. Critics argue that while gaming may require skill and fast hand movement,
that does not make it an athletic activity like basketball or tennis. While some
universities and companies now support e-sports, society is still debating whether

they should be officially recognized in schools.
